EU Battlegroups are multinational, military units within the CSDP framework. The
Battlegroups are an important element of a wide variety of EU instruments and capabilities
to ensure the safety of European citizens and contribute to maintaining international peace
and security. The Battlegroups permit the EU and its Member states to respond early and
rapidly to evolving conflicts. In conjunction with a reliable early warning system, EU
Battlegroups permit a targeted and rapid response to minimise human suffering and
insecurity.

According to the Battlegroup Concept EU Battlegroups are multinational, military
units usually composed of 1500 personnel each. The Battlegroups maintain an enhanced
national or multinational infantry battalion, logistic elements, communication provision
and staff; operational and strategic logistic provision. The aim of the Battlegroups is to
form rapidly deployable military units to be used for operations limited in time and scope.
They must be able to meet the requirements to be deployed in a crisis area at a distance of
up to 15,000 km. from Brussels and able to carry out operations within 30 days, extendable
to 120 days if resupplied appropriately. An EU BG can be formed by a single EU Member
State or by a framework nation with the support of other contributing countries. Member
States are welcome to include non-European NATO countries and other countries which
are candidates for accession to the EU. However, a non-European country cannot assume
the role of a leading nation. The readiness to participate in the formation of a battle group
remains a national decision in line with the country's foreign policy priorities. The
certification of the Battlegroup is also a national responsibility in line with established and
agreed EU procedures.

A national contingent of the Bulgarian Armed Forces participates in a multinational
tactical combat formation led by Greece and supplemented with the participation of
Romanian, Cypriot and Ukrainian contingents. The Battlegroup HELBROC is a
multinational expeditionary tactical unit with high level of readiness. It consists of
headquarters, land, naval and air combat components. The Ground Battle Component is a
reinforced battalion which includes an airborne company, marine corps components for
special, psychological and civil-military operations as well as combat and logistic support
units. The Battlegroup is prepared for conducting both combat and non-combat operations
— independently or as a first element of larger-scale military forces at a considerable
distance from the territory of EU Member states. On June 30th HELBROC completed
another 6-month duty. On September 28th 2017 Serbia signed a technical agreement for
joining HELBROC and will be granted full membership status from 2020. The next
HELBROC duty is scheduled for the first half of 2020.
