Within the framework of its Common Security and Defense Policy (CSDP) The
European Union has taken numerous international missions and operations using civilian
and military tools in several countries on three continents (Europe, Africa and Asia). The
missions and operations reflect the EU's practical commitment to international peace
building. CSDP actions deployed in post-conflict zones strive towards stabilization,
reconstruction and institution building functioning states and in particular the military,
police and judicial sector. The EU carries out its peace-building activities within the CSDP
in a comprehensive, geopolitical and strategic way that is specific to each case.

Currently, a total of 16 missions and operations are under CSDP, 6 of which are
military and the other 10 civilian.

EU military operations and missions, in the context of their establishment and their
objectives, are: missions and operations with a non-executive mandate and an executive
mandate. Currently, the EU carries out three non-executive mandates, which are fully
training and are based on the African continent.

1. European Union Training Mission in Mali (EUTM MALLI)

The EUTM MALI Military Training Mission is part of the EU's Comprehensive
Strategy for the Sahel, aimed at improving the security environment in the region. The
mission assists the internationally recognized government to restore territorial integrity and
democratic order in the country by contributing military training and counseling to improve
the capacity and operational efficiency of the Malaysian armed forces. Emphasis is also
placed on training military command of the armed forces to achieve sustainable capability
and capabilities for the independent functioning of the military education system. The
mission also aims to contribute to enhancing the interoperability of the armed forces of the
so- "Format G5" (Burkina Faso, Mali, Mauritania, Niger and Chad). The mission was
launched in 2013 with a mandate until May 18, 2020. Bulgaria participates in the mission
to prepare Mali security forces with the medical team (Role 1) in a staff of 4 soldiers.

2. Military training mission in the Central African Republic (EUTM RCA)

The EUTM RCA Military Training Mission aims to assist the democratically
elected KAR Government in the conduct of security sector reforms. Due to its activities,
the foundations for the reform and restructuring of the armed forces of the TsSAR have been
laid down with a view to their transformation into a professional army. The ultimate goal
of the EU's mission in the CAR is to prepare the country's aircraft to carry out their national



security tasks and the people of the country to trust them. At the strategic level, the mission
focuses its efforts on providing advice on developing a national defense policy, developing
a security sector reform strategy, and a disarmament and reintegration program.

The main partners of EUTM RCA are both the UN Mission (MINUSCA) and the
African Union, France, China and the United States. Following the strategic review at the
end of 2017, the mission's mandate was extended until 20 September 2020. Until now, the
Bulgarian side has not expressed an interest in participating in the EU mission EUTM
RCA.

3. Military training mission in Somalia (EUTM SOMALIA)

EUTM SOMALIA aims to assist the transitional federal government by providing
support to the security sector in Somalia. The mission is seen as part of the overall EU
strategy for the Horn of Africa. It performs its tasks in synergy with other EU CSDP
missions in the region, namely EUCAP SOMALIA and EUNAVFOR ATALANTA. The
three EU CSDP missions in the region are seen as an example of the implementation of the
EU's comprehensive approach to crisis resolution. Within this mandate, the mission
continues to support the process of capacity building in the defense sector, helping to
consolidate the structure of the Somali Ministry of Defense and Armed Forces, building a
Somali training and military training system, and contributing to preserving the overall EU
image in the region. The desired end result sought by the EU is for the Somali National
Army to achieve capabilities and capabilities that allow for the self-fulfillment of the
country's security tasks. The mandate was extended until September 20, 2020, and until
now the Bulgarian side has expressed no interest in participating in the mission.

Together with non-executive military missions, the EU also carries out military
operations with an executive mandate.

1. European Union Naval Force Operation Atalanta (EUNAVFOR
ATALANTA)

EUNAVFOR ATALANTA has been held since 2008 and aims to counteract piracy
and armed robbery off the coast of Somalia and the Gulf of Aden. EUNAVFOR's main
tasks include the prevention of piracy and armed robbery, monitoring and control of Somali
coastal fishing activities, enhancing the security of major seas and ensuring the protection
of humanitarian aid by escorting the World Food Organization's ships. Ensuring regional
stability and development in the Horn of Africa depends to a large extent on maritime
security in the Gulf of Aden. It also takes into account the fact that due to the increasing
polarization of Gulf relations and the lack of a recent outlook for resolving the crisis with
migration and security of food supplies, EUNAVFOR remains the only guarantor of
security in the area.

In the context of the forthcoming UK exit from the EU (BREXIT), the Northwood
operational headquarters will be redeployed in Rota, Spain, and the Horn of Africa Horn
Security Coordination Center in Brest, France. By March 2019, both headquarters in
Northwood and Rota are scheduled to work in parallel.

Bulgaria participates with 1 officer officer in the structure of the Operations
Headquarters in Northwood. It is expected that the contribution will be maintained after
the deployment of the operational headquarters.

2. EUNAVFOR MED operation Sophia.

The European Union initiated an EUNAVFOR MED SOPHIA naval operation in
the central part of the Mediterranean on 22 June 2015 in response to the decisions of the
extraordinary European Council of 23.04.2015 to take urgent measures to resolve the
emigration crisis North Africa to Europe. The main mandate of EUNAFOR MED Sophia
provides for the prevention of the business model of the organizers of this illegal activity
by systematically identifying, detaining and disposing of the vessels used by the traffickers.
In 2018, new tasks were also added to monitor and control illegal oil trafficking and train
Libyan coastguards. The current mandate for the operation is until 31 December 2018. The
focus of the operation on maritime security in the Mediterranean is enhanced in areas such
as intelligence and surveillance covering a wider range of illegal activities.

Bulgaria participates in the operation with a Navy officer in the operative
headquarters of the operation in Rome. The officer is deployed in Brussels and liaises
between the Operations Headquarters and the Military Staff in Brussels.

3. European Union Force in Bosnia and Herzegovina (EUFOR ALTHEA).

Operation Althea is conducted under the command of the EU in the use of NATO
capabilities and tools on the basis of the Berlin plus mechanism. The operative
headquarters of the operation is located in NATO's Allied Command Operations Command
(SHAPE), where Operation Commander, Deputy Supreme Commander of the NATO
Armed Forces in Europe (DSACEUR) is also in operation.

The Force Headquarters is in Sarajevo. Within EUFOR Althea, the EU and NATO
complement each other in the course of joint support for Bosnia and Herzegovina's armed
forces. The Alliance is leading in the area of capacity building at a strategic level, while
the EU remains focused on capacity-building in the security sector at operational and
tactical levels. The operation has made an important contribution to peace and stability in
the Balkans and helps deter the potential escalation of inter-ethnic tensions in Bosnia and
Herzegovina.

From the beginning of September 2012, Bulgaria's contribution to the operation is
with 10 military personnel at the Sarajevo operation headquarters and a light-duty company



with a National Support Element of up to 140 soldiers and up to 40 units of military
equipment in the interim reserve. By its Decision No 757 of 8 December 2017 the Council
of Ministers of the Republic of Bulgaria authorized the increase in the number of soldiers
who can take part in the mission from 10 to 11 military staff.
